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METHODIST TO OFFER
ARMY ROTC PROGRAM

FAYETTEVILLE--Army ROTC will be offered at Methodist College
for the first time beginning this fall semester.

Methodist College has entered into an agreement with the
U.S. Army Reserve Officers Training Corps (ROTC) and Campbell College
to begin offering the full four-year program on the Methodist College
campus.

The contract establishes a cross-enrollment agreement with
Campbell. Instructors, who are active duty Army officers, will commute
from Buies Creek.

The first two years of Army ROTC are voluntary, and there is
no military obligation under this basic program. Three one-semester-hour
courses will be offered through the Physical Education Department of
Methodist College this fall: Orienteering, Mountaineering and
Swimming/Life Saving. A student will be able to take these courses
as electives andjor as fulfillment of the ROTC basic program.

Additional courses which will be offered in the;spring
semester, 1978, include: Marksmanship, Self-Defense and Physical
Conditioning. Any four of the six courses will suffice for ‘the

(more)



basic ROTC program.

The advanced program, which is offered to juniors and seniors,
requires fulfillment of the military obligation upon completion of
the baccalaureate degree. Graduates are commissioned as second
lieutenants in the regular Army or Army Reserve.

During the coming fall semester, Military Science 301,
Organizational Management and Communications, a three semester-hour
course, will be offered. Prerequisites for this course are three
years of junior ROTC, prior military service, completion of the
basic program or completion of a six-week Basic Summer Camp at
Ft. Knox, Kentucky. Students attending the Basic Summer Camp receive a
subsistence allowance and travel expenses.

All courses wil!l be taught on the Methodist College campus
with use of certain facilities at nearby Ft. Bragg.

All Methodist College students enrolling in the ROTC program
will be eligible to compete for Army ROTC scholarships which pay
tuition, lab fees, books and a $100 per month subsistence during the
school year. A freshman can be awarded a three-year scholarship,

a sophomore a two-year scholarship, etc.

Advanced course cadets receive a $100 per month subsistence
during the school year. Advanced course cadets are also paid and
receive academic credit for the five-week Advanced Summer Camp which
rising ROTC seniors are required to successfully complete in the
summer prior to the senior year.

Gene L. Schwilck, President of the Danforth Foundation, said, '"The program
is unique in that Associates work directly with students on a personal basis
in an effort to improve student-faculty relations and to strengthen the teaching-
learning process."

"The purpose of the program is to encourage the humanizing of the learning
experience in colleges and universities and increase the effectiveness of learning
and teaching on college campuses."

Eight conferences were held during the past year on various themes to carry
out program objectives. In addition to being guests of the Foundation at
conferences, Associates are eligible to apply for grant funds up to $2,000 for
special projects to enhance faculty-student relationships. Associates are
eligible to apply for these small grants through the Danforth College Project
Fund. Projects may involve efforts among faculty to develop new pedagogical
styles and skills and to renew themselves as more effective teachers and members
of the teaching and learning community. Projects aim primarily at improving

the quality of interpersonal relations on campus, including communication among
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students, faculty, and administrators. They also inyolyve efforts to enhance
the educational experience of those who have often been excluded from many
phases of higher education in our society (e.g., women, older adults, and
minority persons); and they may deal with efforts to develop innovative,
nontraditional modes of teaching and learning, or approachés to teaching that
are genuinely interdisciplinary.

The Danforth Foundation, established by the late Mr. and.Mrs} William H.
Danforth in 1927, is a national, educational, philanthropic organization,
dedicated to enhancing the humane dimensions of life. Activities of the
Foundation emphasize the theme of improving the quality of teaching and learning.
The Foundation serves the following areas: higher education nationally through
sponsorship of Staff-administered programs, precollegiate education nationally
through grant-making and program activities, and urban affairs in St. Louis

through grant-making and program activities.
